30th season, I asked her who would 
be taking over the position.  At the 
time, no one was slated to take her 
place and I off-handedly asked, “do 
you think that is something I could 
do?” Her eyes lit up and she imme-
diately called David Larson and the 
wheels began to turn.

Jim Mylod and Chris Vermil-
lion are Follies members and were 
on my initial brainstorming team. I 
bounced a lot of ideas off of them 
and I know they felt like a backboard 
on a tennis court. They helped write, 
organize and just kept things fun and 
light.  After having the main structure 
of the show, I ran it by many Follies 
members individually and as a group.  
The show began to change and grow 
and take shape as everyone added 
input and their own bit of spice.  Once 
the music was set, John Yane made an 
individual track per part to help teach 
the music. This was a huge help!!! 
Boyce Skelton created tracks and 
made them available to the cast.  It 
truly took a village to put everything
